If 
your host is running Windows, you will need to contact your web host provider to grant “write” 
permissions on these Files & Folders.

MySQL Database

Garuda makes use of a MySQL database to store your data. Database must be created before 
you Install “Garuda – The Intelligent Mailer” application. Your database user account should 
also have full access to that database.

Setting up your database may differ with your webhost and what software they use for your 
webhosting Control panel. 

Note: - You will need the database connection details during the setup.

Transfer Files to Server:

Unzip “Garuda – The Intelligent Mailer” application files into your local hard drive. You have to 
use application like WinZip to unzip the application. Sign-in to your web server using any FTP 
program (like FileZilla or Smart FTP) and copy Garuda files onto your root website directory. 
This directory is commonly called ‘public_html’, ‘html’, ‘www’ or ‘website_html’. If you’re not 
sure what it is, ask your webhost provider about it.

Installation Procedure

“Garuda – The Intelligent Mailer” application has a simple one step Installation process.

To start the setup, navigate to the directory that you uploaded “Garuda – The Intelligent Mail-
er”, for example: http://www.yoursite.com/Garuda/. “Garuda – The Intelligent Mailer” setup 
wizard will appear. It contains the following steps:



Step 1

Automatic checking of Prerequisites

If all this above points are Success, You can proceed to next step. If anything fails you will get 
error and also proper instructions to solve it.

Step 2

1.	 Database Connection

o	 You will need your database username, password, database name and host (usu-
ally ‘localhost’, though this may vary with some hosts). It is mandatory to test 
your database connection before proceeding. 



2.	 Account Information –  provide your login information for the application:

o	 Username

o	 Password

o	 Name

o	 Email Address: - This is the email that will be used for the super admin user that 
will be created also it will be the default contact email which can be changed later 
via your settings page.

o	 Logo or Favicon: - If you have any logo or favicon of your own you can upload it 
here. 

3.	 License Key: - Enter license key you received when you purchased “Garuda – The In-
telligent Mailer”.

Your “Garuda – The Intelligent Mailer” application configuration details will now be saved into 
the admin/includes/config.php file. Database tables will also be created.

Configuration:

This will help you to get started with Garuda. To configure required settings in order to successfully use Garuda. All 

configurations are made at Garuda admin area.

General Setting: - 

1. Application setting: - Application information appears in client, admin area. To change 
application information GOTO Settings  —>  Application Settings section . You will be able to 
change your Application name, contact email address, and change your logo.

2. Email Setting: - Email information appears in campaign, sending option. To change email 
information GOTO Setting  —>Email Settings section.  You will be able to change your Camp-
ing size, Sending Attempts, Image size and attachment allow with size.

3. SMTP Setting: - SMTP information use for sending mails to client or admin. To change 
SMTP information GOTO Setting   —>  SMTP Setting section . You will be able to change your 
SMTP configuration to use PHP mail or mail server like host-name user-name, password and 
port.

4. Email Credit Setting: - Email credit information related to user‘s credit. To change Credit 
information GOTO Settings  —>  Email Credit Setting section . You will be able to change your 
low warning reminder mails to user. 

5. Cron Setting: - Cron is setting uses for jobs to automatically send pre-schedule email 
campaign at specific times, and to process auto responders and bounced emails at specified 
intervals. To change cron setting GOTO Setting  —>  Cron Setting section . You will be able to 
enable cron (by-default cron is disable) and run following jobs.

•	 Schedule sending: - Sending pre-schedule email campaign.

•	 Auto-responder: - Sending responses to contacts that join contact lists.

•	 Trigger sending: - Sending email campaign initiated by trigger actions.

•	 Bounce processing: - Emails that could not be delivered to their recipients.

•	 FBL processing: - Emails that marked as Spam by recipients.

Track Domain Setting: - Create if alias is configuring in back end.

MTA Setting: - Create MTA and MTA Group. Update admin user’s MTA group.
